








In 1918 Rev. Edward Whalen came to St.
Anthony’s from Oxford N.J. He helped with
physical changes to the old church and was
also responsible for acquiring the beautiful
circular stained-glass altar window that today
graces the gathering space of our brand new
church building. For fifty years the old church
was updated and renovated but by 1968, 1,200
registered families made the current church a
real necessity. Rev. William J. Haughney was
there at the inception to meet this urgent need,
a new house of worship. On August 11, 1968
groundbreaking ceremonies were held and the
new church, with all its additions, was on the
way to becoming a reality. Work continued and
the church and catechetical center were
dedicated on March 8, 1970 by The Most
Reverend Bishop of Trenton, George W. Ahr.
